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How to use Auxbus

Romax goes into detail about "Auxbus", what is it? how do I use it? What is this AuxBus anyway?

The AuxBus is a shared library, made by Oskari himself. It enables machines to establish "Auxillary" connections, or, in plain English, lets machines send or recieve more than one signal. The great thing about this is that this enables developers to make things like vocoders, for example, because they require more than one input.

How do I use the AuxBus?

Here is a mini-tutourial:

To use an AuxBus effect you need two sources of sound. I suggest for a first-time try you take a noise generator, and put that playing one long sustained sound. Then make a simple drum track, the 808 is good. There is no difference how it sounds. Next, take a Jeskola AuxSend effect and connect it to the drum machine, and to the master. Only run the 808 through the AuxSend. You should hear no sound of the 808 now. Then load up an 
Arguelles FX2 effect and connect the FX2 to the noise generator, like a regular effect. Now for the tricky bit: right-click the AuxSend and choose "Set Channel". You will get a window, and there is one button you can press, press it and it will say "AuxSend". Then right click the FX2. Again choose "Set Channel" and here aswell, click the one button active, and it will say "FX2". Cool sound eh?

What's happening?

The FX2 is a bit like Geonik's Expression, only that the filter cutoff is controlled through the AuxBus, what was just done is that the 808 controls the filter which changes the sound of the noise generator. You can hear it very well with noise, and if you connect the 808 directly to the master aswell you will notice how the filter rises and falls with the beat.

OK, now what?

This is about it. There are many different tricks that can be done with the AuxBus, the one described here is used in my song "Summer Trippin Heaven" to some extent, and some upcoming material does some other tricks with it. The best way I think is to take other peoples stuff apart, and play
with the different AuxBus-enabled effects.
